COURSE CONTENT: The content of this course will include all topics identified by both the Arlington County curriculum and by the Virginia SOL objectives. These topics are the topics of our textbook and are typically the traditional topics of geometry.  Deductive, inductive and algebraic reasoning will be used to analyze and justify conclusions concerning topics in geometry.  The course also incorporates real-life applications.  A Standards of Learning (SOL) test is given in June.
HOMEWORK: Each homework assignment is worth 2 points. You are required to copy problems and show work to receive credit. To receive part credit of 1 point, the assignment must be at least 75% complete. You are expected to put effort into every problem.  Check answers to odd problems in the book.  Late homework is not accepted unless you have an excused absence. Homework is posted daily in class and on the web site.  Homework will count for 15% of the quarter grade.  You can expect a homework assignment every day.
